I opened with the show on April 1Lth, at Manassas, Virginia; my early Eastern Vacation
coming early and being just right. I then had to go home for three weeks to fulfill my
obligations with the Syracuse Symphony and came back on the show the 19th of May to stay
until the Big Show closed on the 15th of September in Hightstown, New Jersey,

The show continued down into Georgia with a reduced performance, until Friday October
26th, We started out with five in the Band, this year 1t being trumpet, baritone, tuba,
drums and organ; but after a month or so, we were hack to the same trio as of last sea-
son., Charley Moyer was band leader, announcer and on trumpet; Leslie Claxton on drums ;
and this writer Terrance Squires at the organ. The show was considerably stronger than
last Season and was at one time running over an hour and forty five minutes,

The Midway was quite different this year. There was no Side Show, but instead an ani-
mal Annex run by Moyer. Les Claxton was the circus electrician.

I was doing promotion work this summer. Excuse me, but back to the Midway, besides the
Animal Annex, Moyer's wife ran a jewelry joint. Also on the Midway was a Pony Ride and
a Moon Walk, or Bubble Bounce which is a Kiddie Carnival Ride. This Ride was mos%t suc-
cessful, with all the little kiddies.patiently standing in line to have their fun. An
Umbrella Ride or two will be added next year.

Also on the Midway next year will be a Calliope, which I am really looking forward to.
I usually would give a fifteen to twenty minute concert before the show would begin, on
the Electric Organ,

Territory next year will be about the same from Virginia up through Maine where we'll
play along the Coast and on into New York and Pennsylvannia. We'll probably try to get
the Band up to five or six men again during the Summer months,

B iography of KARL L. XING---BARNUM & BRAILEY'S FAVCRITE
By Loren D, Geiger

There are few bhandsmen in America today who have not played a number of Karl King's
300-plus compositions, He truly is the American March King of A1l Time,

He was born in Paintersville, Ohio on February 21, 1891. He grew up in Xenia, Cleve-
land and Canton, where he took up his musical studies. He studied with William Stras-
sner, Director of the Thayer Military Band of Canton and the cornet with Emil Reinken=-
dorff, famed conductor of the Grand Armee Band of Canton, He alsc studied piano and
misic theory with the showman William Bradford. He was playing cornet with the Canton
Marine Band at 11,

He played baritone with the Fifth Regiment Band of Canton, then with Fred NEDDERMEVER'S
TRIUMPHAL Band of Columbus. For this organization he wrote his first march by the ti-
tle of that Band. He then went to the Danville, Illinois Soldiers'! Home Band,

In 1909, at 18, already having written several compositions, he joined up with the Band
of the ROBINSON CIRCUS, This put the Sawdust in his veins, and his music with ROBIN-
SON'S GRAND ENTRY, In 1912 he was baritonist and Asst.-Conductor of the SELLS FLOTO
CTRCUS under his friend Walter P. "Woody" English. In 1913, he joined the Big Top Band
of BARNUM & BAILEY's GREATEST SHOW ON EARTH, under former Minstrel Show and Theatre
Band conductor, Edwin Ned Brill, This year brought forth Karl King's most often play-
ed march, BARNUM & BATLEY'S FAVORITE, From 191L4-1916, Ka rl King was Bandmaster of the
SELLS-FLOTO CIRCUS,

In 1916, he also married Ruth Lovett of Wooster, Ohio. She became Calliopist when Karl

went on the Sawdust Trail again as Bandmaster of BARNUM and BATLEY CIRCUS, 1917 and
1918. When John Ringling decided to merge the RINGLING AND RARNUM Tltles, Karl left
the World of Tanbark and Elephants,

In 1919, he became Director of the Grand Army Band of Canton. He remained in that po-
sition through September of 1920, when he and his wife moved to Fort Dodge, Iowa, to
establish themselves, and for Karl to conduct the Fort Dodge Municipal Eand

Karl started his publishing business in 1925, His compositions are rublished by about
five firms, Agnew, Strassner, Seitz, Barnhouse, and himself, His compositions nurber
over 300,

He conducted the Fort Dodge Rand for over fifty years, He was always noted for his Ed-
ucational,? yet entertaining programs,

He received honors from many quarters, these included, Past Presidency of the AMERICAN
BANDMASTERS ASSOCTATION, Past Presidency of the IOWA DAJDWAQT“R% ASSO0CTATTION, an Hon-
orary Doctorate from PHTLLIPS UNIVERSITY in Enid, Oklahoma and even had a Bridge named
after him,

The SAWDUST of the AMERICAN CIRCUS never quite left him however, for he conducted the
Band at the IOWA STATE FATR, and the SPENCER FAIR for thirty eight vears.

He suffered from a number of illnesses during his last few years, and finally succumhed
March 31, 1971 leaving this World and the American Circus a Rich Legasty of some of the
finest Circus Music ever composed. He surely will never be forgotten,

WINDJAMMTING WITH THE MINSTREL SHCOWS OF FIFTY YEARS AGO by FARLE M. M0OSS,....Part 3

More often than not, the Elks welcomed us at their many Chapters scattersd thru-out the
cities and towns of the USA, As you may know, the Elks (BPOE) were originally founded
by a group of old-time mgnstrel men back in the previous century. Originally it was cal
led the "JOLLY CORKS"™, As a result of this paternity, most Elks Clubs had a soft spot
in their hearts for Minstrel Men and we were generally welcomed, whether or not we spor-
ted membership cards. This was very nice during those Prohibition days, when a good gla
of beer was hard fto come by in many towns,

The Seeson finally worked its way fo the closing date and I went North to Wisconsin to v
sit my parents and my infant son who was artout two vears old by now. Presently, he is a
Assoclate Professor of Musical Theory at Northwest State Collese in Maryville, Missouri
and has just passed his fiftieth birthday. After a time, I latched latched onto a job
playing sax and clarinet with a Dixieland Group in the area., We performed amongst the
many dance halls then prevalent in this state., I was interested in the Jazz Field and
wanted to become identified with that type of music.

Then the weather became pretty cool for dance pavillions and jobs became fewer, I ac-
cepted = Job back in Guinwy, illinois to play trumpet in the Pit again., I drove over
there, only to find that the incumvent trumpet man had appceled his dismissal to the Le-
cal, and that I would not be permitted to take the job. I was at a loose end and there.
fore went back to Wisccnsin again, I had no intentions of becoming a Minstrel Man, but
after two days in Wisconsin, I received a wire from Mr. O'Brien which read to wites

"Are you available--stop--Need musical director account of misrepresentation-stop-Wire
answer collect.," I was happy to accept as things didn't look so good for the Winter in
Wisconsin., So once more I was off to become a Minstrel Man,

Rejoining the O'Brien show for the second time, I found many old friends and associates
so it was like "0Old Home Week." The cagt of performers and the musicians had not chan=-
ged much from the preceding year. As before, Eddie Hoover was acting as conductor pro-
It seems a certain party had gotten the job under false pretences, He claimed to be an
arranger but when the need came to prove it, he was unable to deliver the goods. That,

Once that I became orientated to doing the show, my next job was to make a counle vocal
srrangements for the male choir.

What made the rehearsals difficult was the fact that while we were trving to learn vocal
narts, the stage hands would be "hanging the show." There would he much noise and hammer-
ing going on up on the stage, The drops were heing "hung"; set-pieces were heing neiled
together, and trunks were heing "walked" across the stzge cn their corrers. Added to all
this commotion, there were the shoufted instructions fto the stage-hend vp in fne fiy-lofL,
Wiake up orn you long line Eddie, just a TittleM...."No, No!l thatls too sch; Szek it off
again"...."Take up your short line just six inches."...."eagy, easy does it!"...."Hold
it ! Now take them all up together."...."No geood Eddie, it's sacging in the middle I" and
ad-finitum. The singers used to hate rehearsals; it deprived them of their afterncon
naps. Petween writing arrangements, rehearsals, 2nd my other duties, I was kept usually
too busy for any afternoon naps, or any chance to sleep during mo=t of our daylisht heurs,
I would sit at a little hotel room table, laboring and scratching out a vecal arrangerant,
or the orchestration to metch it, while my roomate Hoover wes stretched out in red, snor-
ing his head off, I certsinly dld envy him! '

Minstrel musicians in those davs made ahout $L5 2 week and their transportation. That was
the Union Scale at the time, Singers and lesser performers made ahout the same; of course
the stars received much rmore than that. This of course depended upon their 2 ility and
business acumen. I was getting "double scale" for my efforts. Living in hotels night af-
ter night, we had to watch our expenses., Otherwise, we might wind up by sending home for
money to keep on working. Generally, there weuld %e a few hotels in each town that were
glad to welcome a group of minstrel men at reduced rates. This information would appear
each night on the bulletin boarcd at the stage door. 1t was titled "Company Call" and would
read something like this:

One Sunday night, a lot of the company were hcled up
in a small "pitcher and bhowl" hotel scmewhere in the deep South. Hotel facilities were
very limited in this small town and we had to he satisfied with whatever was available,
Pat went out "eon the town" in the evening and everftually found a bont-legger who was wil-
ling to cell his vares to a siranger, As a result, Pat rsturned te his quarters, come-
what the worse for wear, Feeling a "call of nature", he retired to the commnal water
closet at the end of the hall. He remembered to lock the door, sat down on the facility
and immediately fell into 2 deep sleep., Despite loud knockings voon the door, our Pat
cidn't awave and we obther denizens of this nlace had to patrenize the fl-ors above and
below whenever the necessary needs of Nature did arise.
